Method: Wash the blackberries thoroughly before use.
Then, flatten egg-sized pieces of bread dough with your
hands (or flatten them on a floured chopping board),
making them as thin as possible. Next, place the berries
on top of the dough, add a small amount of butter and a
drizzle of honey. Sprinkle some water around the edge
of the dough, fold it in half, and seal it firmly by pressing
the edges together. Place your patty in a medium-hot
pan, and cook until golden, turning occasionally. Serve
hot or cold. Be careful to let the patties cool before you
eat them!
