e Behaviour at our school is really good!

* You may think of ‘behaviour’ as being when somebody does something wrong,
but actually it is about making lots of the right choices every day. Almost all
children in the school are making the right choices every day.

* For example, only 4 out of 131 children have moved down to Red at some
point this academic year, but...

* Reaching Gold or this year...
* Our data shows that this is 124 out of 131 (almost all) of you!

* Your teachers recognise these good choices — and we are really proud of you!



BEHAVIOUR SURVEYS

-100% of staff agree or strongly agree that behaviour at the school is good.

-100% also agreed that behaviour has got better over time.

-96% of you said you feel safe at the school, and the vast majority of you also agreed
that behaviour was good and that children mostly make the right choices.
